o For Communion, worshipers will proceed down the center aisle, maintaining distancing,   
to receive communion from the pastor, who will place the wafer in the open palm to avoid 
physical contact. After consuming the wafer, please move to either side and take a        
pre-filled cup (avoid touching other cups), drink the juice and place the empty cup in the 
basket by the side aisle before returning to your seat.  

o Please maintain social distancing when leaving the sanctuary row by row, from back to front.
